Georgia Tech Professional Development Course: Impact Assessment for R&D

The Technology Policy and Assessment Center at Georgia Tech (TPAC) is offering a special short course in R&D impact assessment in conjunction with the AEA meetings. This course focuses on impact measurement for public-sector research and development programs. It covers the basic concepts in logic modeling for public R&D programs, introduces impact concepts and measurements in use on an international basis, and gives students a chance to try out measures in the context of their own organizations. The instructors are Susan Cozzens, TPAC Director, and Julia Melkers, who just finished a major international study of impact measures in use internationally.
