REPORT ON THE STATUS OF THE FACILITIES AND INFRASTRUCTURE PROGRAM AT SCIENCE LABORATORIES

AS OF SEPTEMBER 30, 2002

Background

In the Fiscal Year 2002 (FY 2002) Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act, Public Law 107-66, Congress provided $10,000,000 for a new Facilities and Infrastructure (F&I) program to improve the facilities and infrastructure at the Department of Energy (DOE) science laboratories.  It directed that at least 25 percent of this funding be used to dispose of excess facilities that will provide the greatest impact on reducing long-term costs and risk.

The Report (107-112, page 116) accompanying the House FY 2002 Energy and Water Appropriations bill requires that the Department provide a semi-annual report on the status of the F&I program to the Committee on Appropriations. Specifically, the report requires that:

“The Department is to provide a semi-annual report to the Committee on the status of the facilities and infrastructure program.  The report should include the current priority list of proposed facilities and infrastructure projects including cost and schedule requirements.  For each site, the report is to include: a current ten-year site plan that demonstrates the reconfiguration of its facilities and infrastructure to meet its missions and to address its long-term operational costs and return on investment; the current budget for all facilities and infrastructure funding in this program, as well as all funding for maintenance and infrastructure upgrades funded through other parts of the budget; and the current status of each facilities and infrastructure project compared to the original baseline cost, schedule, and scope.”

Reporting

This is the second in a series of semi-annual reports required, as described above, to report on the status of the Office of Science (SC) F&I program.  Because the genesis and development of the program have already been described in the first semi-annual report, this report focuses primarily on the status of the program, and related developments, as of September 30, 2002. 

Current priority list of proposed facilities and infrastructure projects including cost and schedule requirements

The current priority list of excess facilities disposition projects is shown in Table 1.  It lists the laboratory, the project tracking number, the title of the facility eligible for cleanup for 

reuse or demolition, the estimated cost of the project, the square footage that will be cleaned up or demolished, the annual surveillance and maintenance (S&M) savings from disposition of the facility, and the fiscal year in which the facility is expected to be cleaned up or demolished (if known). 

Table 1 shows that there is a backlog of 44 projects, involving some 65 structures (some projects involve more than one structure), with an estimated cost of approximately $22 million, an area of approximately 660,000 square feet, and an annual S&M cost of approximately $1.9 million.  In addition to projects at SC laboratories, the list includes two projects involving demolition of Magnetic Fusion Energy legacy facilities at the Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory whose construction was funded by SC.

The facilities in Table 1 are mostly those that remain from Table 1 in the previous report, after removing those that were eliminated in fiscal year 2002.  The primary difference is inclusion of new projects submitted by the Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory and Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL) after the first report was prepared.  Additional changes include reordering of the priority of some projects, as well as replacement of some projects with projects determined by the laboratories to have a higher priority for elimination.  A number of the new ORNL projects involve cleanout and stabilization of contaminated facilities prior to their transfer to the Office of Environmental Management (EM) for ultimate disposition, although the Department is currently reviewing its existing facility transfer policies.  At issue are 29 process-contaminated facilities at SC laboratories with an estimated D&D cost of $175 million.  D&D of these facilities is not currently included in the Science Laboratory Infrastructure (SLI) Excess Facilities Disposition subprogram.
Table 1 also shows the projects that have been selected for funding in FY 2003 and are presented in the President’s request for the SLI Excess Facilities Disposition subprogram in FY 2003.  As was stated in the request, “individual projects and amounts are subject to revision based on evolving program priorities, including risk reduction (e.g., removal of hazards), footprint reduction, cost savings (e.g., elimination of surveillance and maintenance costs), and availability of space/land for new research activities.”  They are also subject to change based on more detailed planning and experience gained from disposition of FY 2002 projects (e.g., better estimates of costs, changes in project sequences).  Final decisions on FY 2003 projects will be made after the funds are appropriated.

Current 10-year site plans

As indicated in the previous semi-annual report, SC is participating with other program offices in revising DOE Order 430.1A, Life Cycle Asset Management, to identify corporate requirements for 10-year site plans (TYSPs).  We expect that the revised order, called Real Property Asset Management (RPAM), will be issued in early 2003, and that the TYSPs will be submitted in accordance with the new Order in May 2003.  SC laboratories currently 

have updated their year 2000 Strategic Facility Plans as part of the Institutional Planning Process.  These are similar in scope and purpose to the TYSPs. 

Current budget for all facilities and infrastructure funding

The President’s request for all SC funding for facilities and infrastructure in FY 2003 is listed in Table 2, including the funding under the Facilities and Infrastructure (Excess Facilities Disposition) subprogram.  Please note that Table 2 includes funding for SC facilities at Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, Sandia National Laboratories and “All Others” in order to show the total SC budget for facilities and infrastructure.

Current status of each project

The current status of the projects funded by the SC Excess Facilities Disposition subprogram in FY 2002 is summarized in Table 3.  Overall, the FY 2002 projects are within baseline. Though the costs of some projects increased from the original estimates (e.g., at LBNL and ORNL), the costs of other projects decreased (also at LBNL, ORNL and SLAC), so that the total costs remain within baseline, both for each laboratory and across the program. In fact, the cost for the project at SLAC decreased by more than a factor of two.  Likewise, the schedules are within baselines, with all of the projects being completed, or to be completed shortly.  The scopes of the projects are within or exceed the baseline, with the project at LLNL resulting in the cleanup of an area more than a factor of two greater than originally estimated.

It should be noted that the House Appropriation Committee directed that new and innovative D&D practices be implemented to reduce costs and expedite site cleanups, and cited an example of cost savings at the Rocky Flats site.  Though most of the projects funded by the Excess Facilities Disposition subprogram are conventional in nature, the laboratory project managers were able to employ some innovative contracting processes that resulted in significant cost savings or scope increases.  Examples of these practices include:

1. On the Neon Compressor Building Demolition at FNAL, the laboratory combined procurement with other work in the vicinity of the project to achieve cost and coordination efficiencies that maintained the project within baseline.
2. The LLNL project was accomplished by using an "Assets for Value" salvage contract.  In that contract, the laboratory offered up legacy equipment as an offset to the contractor to lower his bid price.  This led to the clearing of an additional 70,000 sq. ft. for the estimated cost of the project.

3. A major thrust of demolition of Building 331 and the dog kennels at Pacific Northwest National Laboratory was to achieve cost avoidance through recycling of material from the demolition, and to optimize the diversion of material from disposal to reuse and recycling.  The total gross revenue and cost avoidance to DOE as a result of optimizing recycling/reuse during this project is $30,416.  The cost to the project to pursue recycling/reuse over disposal is estimated at $8,000.  The net cost avoidance is, thus, $22,416.

4. For the building demolitions at SLAC, the laboratory was able to receive a favorable bid by incorporating all of the Environment Safety and Health issues as a performance measure in the demolition specification.  This resulted in cost savings of $216,000, which will be used for demolition of additional buildings in early FY 2003.  This approach is essentially the same as the one employed at the Rocky Flats project.

Overall, the Office of Science is satisfied with the management systems in place, and project execution progress to date, and expects similar level of achievement on the 

FY 2003 projects.  Because of the inherent uncertainty in making the estimates for disposal projects prior to detailed characterization of conditions and contaminants, it is anticipated that there will be additional changes to the baseline cost, scope, and schedule as work progresses, and the cost estimates may need to be refined.
